NFAS AUDIT FEE and DELIVERY DOCKET COST ADJUSTMENT  
 
PURPOSE 
 
The purpose of this NFAS Circular is to inform Accredited Feedlots and Feedlots in 
Voluntary Suspension that; the hourly charge out rates for NFAS site audits, charged by 
AUS-MEAT Limited has increased from 1 July 2009.  
 
[A] NFAS Audit Fee 
 
NFAS Accredited Feedlots are audited annually to monitor their compliance to their 
approved QA system.  The audits are conducted on a commercial basis by AUS-MEAT 
Limited at an hourly rate for actual time on the Feedlot.  The hourly rate is the only cost in 
monitoring and includes all costs associated with travel to and from the feedlot for a 
standard audit. 
 
AUS-MEAT Limited advises it has found it necessary to increase the hourly charge out 
rates for NFAS site audits to recover the rising costs associated with delivering a regional 
auditing service. 
 
The standard audit rate (refer table below) is applied where annual audits are scheduled 
within the assigned Audit Cluster Period (two month window). Accredited Feedlots are 
reminded that additional charges may be incurred where a feedlot is not available for 
annual audit in the assigned Audit Cluster (refer NFAS Rules 15.2 and 15.3).   
 
The following NFAS audit rates now apply from 1 July 2009. 
 

Description Cost 
Standard audit rate 
 (annual audit within cluster period) 

$160.00 per hour (excluding GST) 

Follow-up audit rate 
(Return visit to review non-conformances) 

$185.00 per hour (excluding GST) 

Delayed audit rate 
(annual audit outside cluster period) 

$160.00 per hour (excluding GST) 
Plus $85.00 per hour (excluding GST) gate 
to gate (travel time) and cost recovery of 
expenses. 

Cancellation Fee 
(Applies if a feedlot cancels within 2 weeks of a 
scheduled audit)
